Frequently Asked Questions about Adoption
Q:  Isn’t adoption expensive?

A:  Sometimes.  Some domestic adoptions, depending on the circumstances, are paid completely by grants from the state.  International adoption can be more costly, but there are many scholarships and grants available…in fact, there will soon be a scholarship available through our own church!

"And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus."  Philippians 4:19
Q:  How old are the children waiting to be adopted?  Are there both boys and girls available?
A:  The children waiting are both boys and girls ranging in age from newborn to teenagers.  A prospective adoptive parent can specify the gender and age of the child they would like to adopt.  Sibling groups are often also available!

Jesus said, "Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of 
heaven belongs to such as these."  Matthew 19:14
Q:  Are all children waiting to be adopted sick?

A:  No.  Both healthy children and children with special needs are available.  Adoptive parents can specify what needs, if any, they are comfortable with.  Once adoptive parents are matched with a child, they have an opportunity to review the child’s medical records themselves, with their local pediatrician, and with an international pediatrician.  At that point, families make the decision if they are comfortable accepting the child presented to them.
